




BOOK REPORT
 

 

Book reports are a way to show how well you understood a book and to tell what you think about it.

 

The following must be included in your book report:


TITLE PAGE
1. The title and the author of the book 

2. Your name and class 

3. Date the report is handed in

 

THE SETTING can be defined as the place where the story happens, the time when it happens and the conditions under which the story is told. The setting provides the background of the story and helps to explain why the characters react to different situations the way they do. It also demonstrates the attributes of the characters. 

1. Describe the setting and how it affects the characters in the story.

2. Describe the time lapse in the story.

 

THE CHARACTERS are the people or others involved in the action of the plot. The plot of the story is the development of the characters. Their combined actions, dialogues and their point of view form the development of the plot. Who are they? What do they do? The characters have to interact with the plot. It is through this interaction that we determine the characteristics and the development of the characters.  

1.      The main character is called the protagonist. Describe him/her/it and explain how they react to the development of the plot.

2.      Who are the other important characters? Do they help or hinder the protagonist?

 

THE PLOT answers the questions: What happened? In what order did the events happen? What is the story about? The plot comprises a series of intertwined events which create problems for the characters. These problems are followed by solutions. The turning point of the plot, toward the solution, is the climax. The time factor and sequence of events are also important in the development of the plot.

1.      What is the main event or conflict?

2.      Give a brief summary of the plot.

 

THE THEME is the basic idea of the story. It is what the writer tries to tell us by writing the story. A story can concentrate on one specific theme or a sequence of themes related to one another. The plot evolves around the theme. 

Some examples might be the importance of friendship or how to be courageous in a difficult situation.

1.      Tell what you think the theme is and how it is related to the plot.

 

.REMARKS (your opinion)

To get full marks (100%) you must relate to all the points above PLUS express your opinion of the book. Explain why you enjoyed or didn't enjoy the book. Explain why you would recommend this book to others or not. You must also hand in your book report on the exact date designated.
